There are three ap-
proved used oil recycling centers in Diamond Bar where residents can recycle their
used motor oil for free:

2). Firestone Store 1150 S. Grand
3). Jiffy Lube 2845 S. Diamond Bar Blvd.

Diamond Bar AutoZone, is leading the way by providing drivers
with a safe and easy way to dispose of used oil, batteries and fil-
ters. Last year, AutoZone recycled 9.5 million gallons of oil na-
tionwide.

new two barrel system to collect empty chemicals containers such
as additives, aerosols, motor oils and cleaners.
